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This fall we are reading and reflecting on the speeches of Jesus in the Gospel of 
Matthew; speeches that have changed, and are changing, the world by inviting us to 
live in the world as it is toward the world as it will be. This week we’ll begin the fifth 
and final speech, the “last days discourse”, in Matthew 24-25. In these chapters, 
Jesus uses a variety of images and symbols from the Old Testament to describe the 
events leading up to “the coming of the Son of Man”, the destruction of the Temple, 
God’s final judgment, and our full redemption. 

Monday: Matthew 25:1-13 
Tuesday: Matthew 25:14-30 
Wednesday: Matthew 25:31-46 
Thursday: Daniel 7:1-14 
Friday: Daniel 7:15-28 
Saturday: Isaiah 25:6-10a 
Sunday: Catch up on your reading! 

  

After reading the passages listed above, take a few minutes to reflect on these 
questions: What message am I hearing in this passage? What questions does that 
message raise for me? What feelings does that message provoke in me? What do I 
need to pray and to do in response to the word that I have heard? 
  

Since Jesus exhorts us to “keep awake” (Matthew 24:42) and “be ready” (Matthew 
24:44), practice watchfulness this week by starting each day with one simple 
question: What’s the most excellent thing I can do today? Think about your family, 
your friends, your co-workers, and/or your neighbors. What’s the most excellent 
thing you can do for someone else today? Then do it! 
  

Before (and after!) reading the Scriptures listed above, take a moment to pray 
this prayer: 

Lord Jesus, you are not a dead founder, but our living Lord. Be our Priest to 
forgive us, our Prophet to teach us, our King to rule us, and our Shepherd to 
guide us; for the good of our neighbors, the blessing of our enemies, and the 
glory of our God. Amen!
